Papers: Each paper will be scheduled for thirty
minutes, including discussion.

Abstracts: A maximum of 200 words will be allowed.
No drawings will be permitted in the abstracts. Equa-
tions should be excluded unless absolutely essential;
use of symbols should be held to a minimum; any
symbols used should be defined. Abstracts will be
published in the Fall Bulletin of the Society.

Submission of Abstracts: Authors wishing to deliver
papers at the 35th Annual Meeting must submit two
copies of an abstract to a member of the Program Com-
mittee before August 15, 1964.

Acceptance of Papers: Acceptance of papers for pre-
sentation will be determined after review by the Pro-
gram Committee of their general content, originality
and relevance to the objectives of the Society. Papers
presented at the Annual Meeting are eligible for in-
clusion in the 1965 volume of The Transactions of the
Society of Rheology; manuscripts will be reviewed for
acceptance by the Editor. Publication in the Trans-
actions of papers presented is strongly urged but not
required. The deadline for submission of manuscripts
is October 29, 1964.

REPORT OF THE FIRST
WINTER MEETING OF
THE SOCIETY OF RHEOLOGY

The First Winter Meeting of the Society was held
at the Claremont University Center in Claremont, Cali-
fornia on February 3-4, 1964.

In 1962 a regional meeting was held at the Cali-
fornia Institute of Technology, and a similar meeting
was held in 1963 at the Shell Development Company.
Because of the success of these meetings and because
of the increasing interest in rheology, the Executive
Committee of the Society decided to make the Febru-
ary 3-4, 1964 meeting in Claremont a regular meeting
of the Society.

Invited papers were given by R. S. Marvin, G. W.
Becker, and D. H. Kaelble; abstracts of all papers
were published in the January Bulletin of the Society
and mailed to Society members prior to the meeting.

Of the 72 people who registered, 23 came from
outside California. Excluding the invited papers, 10
papers were presented by persons living east of the
Rocky Mountains.

Welcoming remarks during the opening of the meet-
ing were made by Dr. Louis Benezet, President of the
Claremont University Center, and by Society Presi-
dent Bergen.

Dr. Marvin gave an illustrated talk on Life and
Rheology in Japan following a dinner on February 3.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING
February 13, 1964

The Executive Committee of the Society of Rheology
met all day on February 13, 1964 at the American
Institute of Physics. All members of the Committee
were present.

The estimated budget for 1964 was discussed thor-
oughly and an increase in payments to AIP was author-
ized by the Committee to facilitate the maintenance
of the membership list for mailings.

The Committee decided to publish the papers from
the Congress held August, 1963, as the “Proceedings
of the Fourth International Congress on Rheology” and
the papers from the Winter Meeting of 1964 as Volume
VIII of the Transactions of the Society of Rheology.

Reports of the Program Committee and the Local
Arrangement Committee for the Annual Meeting in
1964 were heard. The Membership Committee will
publish a list of members this Fall to be distributed to
the membership. A summary of the Winter Meeting
in California was presented. Several meeting places
for the Winter Meeting, 1965, and the Annual Meeting
1966, were discussed but none were approved. A de-
cision will be made at a later Executive Committee
Meeting.
